Program:    
Who do you call when the Country is 
in Economic Crisis?  Who do you 
turn to when the market is topsy 
turvy?    Why out own George 
Gallucci, Jim Bargetto and John 
Burroughs of course.   

“Kid”  Bargetto took the lead,  
focusing on the true nature of the 
economy, noting that despite the 
confidence of government officials, 
the real economy lives and dies by 
the unfettered actions of the people 
on the street.  In spite of efforts of 
Hubert Hoover to banish poverty 
through government action; poverty 
exists today.   Bargetto focused on 
the limited benefit of Government 
controls of markets vs. lowering 
taxes and allowing risk takers and 
other market forces to respond to 
the needs of the economy.  

George Gallucci started by 
answering everyone’s first question 
by saying “I don’t know”.  George 
took a decidedly stoic tone, by 
repeating the often heard claim of 
urologist and kidney stones, “this to 
shall pass”.   “Investors need to look 
at their present financial condition, 
their age and  emotional status to 
decide what strategy to take in this 
economy”.  George suggested that 
we may see short term relief, but 
long term issues with the debt. 

John Burroughs cautioned 
attentive Rotarians to be careful 
where they got their financial 
information.   The modern news 
media is often more likely to repeat 
news than investigate and report.   

In as many words, Burroughs was 
looking at the inefficiencies of the 
news reporting agencies to 
accurately report on factual analysis 
of financial condition, rather than 
today’s scandal.   There are some 
real values in the market, despite 
the “sky is falling” news media.
