Ken Cole, Director of the Homeless 
Services Center (HSC), gave a speech 
centered on the theme of SUCCESS.  He 
illustrated his point by telling the story of a 
six year span of a homeless couple his 
center had helped.  He explained that since 
the inception of the Rowland & Pat Rebele 
Family Shelter six years ago they have 
helped eighty families find permanent 
independent living conditions.  The average 
stay at the center for families is three 
months and that 84% of them are 
successfully transitioned to their own 
independent living conditions.  Last year 
was a tough year in Santa Cruz County in 
that forty-two known homeless people died 
at an average age of forty-nine years old.  
2007 HSC plans to complete the balance of 
their master plan which includes the 
expansion and remodeling of the hygiene 
center.  Visit the HSC website for more 
information by doing a Google search 
“Homeless Services Center.”
